3. Minimum turning radius is 25 feet.
4. Minimum cleared height above trail is 10 feet.
5. Sustained grades and slopes will be a maximum of 25%.
6. Approved, fully reflectorized snowmobile signs must be used.
7. Snowmobile trails shall not be routed over bodies of water. If stream crossings make bridging necessary,
bridges should be at least 8 feet wide. If the bridge is located on an abandoned railroad grade, the bridge shall be
a minimum of 10 feet wide free from obstruction.

Justification (Required) - For over 15 years, the Twin Oaks Snowmobile Club has maintained a connector trail from 
Wonser Road to the Wild Goose Trail that is 2.9 miles long according to current GPS mileage. This trail runs on private 
property that is adjacent to portions of highway 151, creating a connection to the Wild Goose trail. This route yields 
quicker access to the service centers of Fond du Lac and access toward the Southeastern Fond du lac trail system near 
River Road. 
This trail delivers access to two businesses, Al's Bar and The Nuthouse, which are on corner of Hawes Court and 
County Highway D as there is currently a void in the present funded routes of Corridor 30/7 trail that bypasses these 
businesses. Twin Oaks maintains and grooms out of our club funds and manpower to connect two strong supporters 
of Snowmobiling in the county and our trail area.
