ALL BIDS MUST BE ACCOMPANIED BY A $500.00 BID DEPOSIT.  

Spraying contract includes estimated 472 acres of chemical release.  Only bids on the entire 472 acres will be accepted. 

1) Applicator will be required to submit two bid prices. One for the application of the herbicide/ac and the other for the cost of supplying the herbicide/ac. Application will be Accord at 1.5 quarts per acre on 395 acres and 1 quart per acre on 77 acres with a minimum of 8 gallons of water per acre and one gallon of Entry II surfactant per 100 gallons of solution using rain drop Acu-Flow nozzles for site release.

2) Applicator shall supply tools, equipment, nurse truck, water, fuel and all trained manpower needed to perform mixing and application. County personnel will not assist in mixing or loading. Burnett County can arrange to deliver clean water to the mixing truck.

3) Applicator shall be responsible for any off-target damage.

4) Applicator shall supply Burnett County Forest with a Certificate of Insurance for General Contractor’s Liability and Worker’s Compensation Insurance and certificate showing that you are a certified herbicide applicator in the state of Wisconsin prior to beginning work.

5) Applicator shall adhere to all local state and federal regulations and recommendations concerning the use and handling of herbicides.

6) Applicator is responsible for the proper rinsing of all containers as specified on the container label.

7) Herbicide application will be completed between August 15th and September 15th, 2005, once the pine has hardened off.

The successful bidder must sign the contracts, provide a certificate of Worker’s Compensation Insurance, and post the required bond, cash, or an acceptable irrevocable letter of credit totaling 10% of the total bid   within 10 working days of being awarded the bid.
