CUTTING REQUIREMENTS:
[image: image3.bmp]Oak, Jack Pine, &Aspen Harvest (13 acres) – Cut ALL stems greater than 1-inch in diameter within the Red paint line except do not cut trees marked in Green paint and do nut cut any white pine and red pine.  

[image: image4.emf]Red Pine & White Pine Thinning (5 acres) – Cut ALL stems marked in Orange Paint and ALL Jack pine and 
Scotch pine within the plantation.
[image: image5.emf]Locust Removal (6 acres) – Cut ALL stems greater than 1-inch in diameter within the Red paint line except do not cut trees marked in Green paint and all white pine and spruce unless marked with orange paint.  All locust stumps must be treated with an herbicide approved by the DNR forester to prevent stump sprouting.  A marker dye must also be mixed with the approved herbicide.  
ALL AREAS

· All Conifer stumps and horizontal wounds must be treated with a fungicide to prevent Annosum by the end of each day of cutting.

· No cutting or skidding will be allowed from April 1st - October 1st to prevent the spread of Oak Wilt. 

· Damage to residual trees and advanced regeneration will not be tolerated.

· All pine products cut from June 1 to September 1 must be hauled within 3 weeks.

· Landings and main skid trails must be approved by the DNR Forester and/or Property Manager.

· Ground must be dry or frozen.
