OTHER CLUES &
CONSIDERATIONS
Sometimes odors
are more noticeable
after a period of low
water use. There
are two types of
bacteria: sulfur-
oxidizing and sulfur-
reducing. Hydrogen
sulfide gas
(produced by sulfur-
reducing bacteria) is
highly corrosive and
can damage
plumbing
connections, metal
piping and well
casing. Some sulfur
bacteria form
deposits that can
clog a well screen
and pump piping.

Sulfur bacteria
samples are
difficult to
collect and
take a long
time to
analyze.
You may wish
to have your
water tested for
iron bacteria
instead.
Laboratories
certified to test
for coliform
bacteria
may also test
for iron
bacteria Ask
the lab.
