• For 2024, total target would be based on weight 
from July 2021-June 2022 program year

• For 2025, total target would be based on 2/3 of 
weight from July 2022-December 2023 program 
year

• For 2024, DNR would have to provide targets by 4/15

• For 2025 and beyond, DNR would have to provide 
targets by Aug. 1 of previous year

• Eligible applicants: responsible units, 
municipalities, businesses, tribal 
governments, and nonprofit organizations

• For new or existing sites

• Includes DDR battery kits

• $20K max per collection site

• Fire detection and suppression systems

• Eligible applicants: SW Facilities and MRFs

• $50K max per SW Facility/MRF

Battery Education and Grants

• Removes the prohibition from the dept to spend recycling fund monies (from 

existing EM account appropriation)

• Requires DNR to “inform the public about the dangers of rechargeable batteries 

in the waste and recycling streams and about existing options for proper recycling 

of such batteries.”
