CUTTING PRESCRIPTIONS:

Zone 1 FIRST THINNING (C.205 S.11; C.205 S.12)

Harvest every 3" row of red pine (rows are not paint-
marked).

Contractor will begin harvesting the third row from the
plantation edge.

Harvest all aspen and jack pine within cut rows, leave all
other.

Optionally, harvest incidental (in small, unmarked patches
and stand-alone) storm-damaged trees (eg. root-sprung,
heavy leaning, broken tops) outside cut rows.

Zone 2 MARKED THINNING (C.185S.1; C.185S.5; C.185
S.30; C.205 S.13, C.205 S.53)

Harvest all trees marked with blue paint.

Leave all orange-marked jack pine. Harvest all other
merchantable jack pine (> 5” DBH).

In 1.5-acre hardwood inclusion, harvest all blown down
trees and all aspen.

Optionally, harvest incidental (in small, unmarked patches
and stand-alone) storm-damaged trees (eg. root-sprung,
heavy leaning, broken tops) that are not marked with blue
paint.

Sale boundaries and reserve areas are established using
orange paint

Do not harvest orange painted trees or operate equipment
beyond across orange paint lines.

NO SALE MAY BEGIN WITHOUT PRIOR NOTIFICATION AND AN ON-SITE MEETING WITH
A WISCONSIN DNR SALE ADMINISTRATOR.

Purchaser required to post signs on USFS roads alerting recreationalists of thinning activities.
Equipment must be cleaned before entering and leaving sale area to prevent the
introduction/spread of invasive species. Sale administrator must inspect all equipment for
compliance.

All pine products cut between May 1 and September 1 must be removed from the sale area within
three weeks from time of cutting. Pine products cut during the remainder of the year must be
removed prior to May 1 of each year.

All Zones: A 10’ wide strip along all Forest Service roads and along Snowmobile/ATV Trail 31 and
40 where they are adjacent to the sale must be kept free of slash. All slash resulting from
Purchaser’s operations shall be removed.

No cutting of red painted survey bearing trees.

All slash in all zones shall be lopped and scattered to lie within 2 ft. of the ground.
Chequamegon-Nicolet Forest Plan requires that all native surfaced approaches to paved or
graveled roads have 100 ft. of gravel, 6 in. deep, 12 ft. wide put down when used during non-
frozen conditions

The location and clearing widths of all Temporary Roads shall be agreed to in writing before
construction is started. “Temporary Roads” are roads other than Specified Roads that are
constructed by Purchaser for the purpose of harvesting included timber.

Temporary Roads shall have the road base constructed to a width of 12 feet or narrower, and
with vegetative clearing of trees and brush not to exceed a width of 25 feet. Exceptions to the 12
foot maximum width of the road base may be granted by the sale administrator. Exceptions
would typically be granted for sections of temporary roads where tight turns, curves, and terrain
create a need so that trucks and equipment can be operated safely.

When the snowmobile trail is open a mat of hard packed snow must be maintained

No hauling activities allowed on ATV/snowmobile trail during spring closure (March 15 — April
30™"), on weekends or holidays (weekends are Friday 6 pm through Sunday at midnight; holidays
include Memorial Day, 4% of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving, Christmas Eve, Christmas, New
Year’'s Eve, and New Year's).

Skidding and forwarding are not allowed on the ATV/snowmobile trail except right angle
crossings.

All Temporary Roads and other Roads noted in Prescription for use in Sale will be
decommissioned when sale is completed. Due to excessive ATV use and “sand country” the
Washburn District utilizes logging slash/stumps/debris for 300 feet beyond the berm. GNA
sales will need to be consistent with current Washburn District Forest Service practice.

Road maintenance and restrictions details are listed in the timber sale contract. Please contact a
forester listed on the sale map for more information.
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
