Seasonal Restrictions:
e Harvesting operations are limited to: 1) frozen only conditions on (67 acres) 2) October 1 — March 31
on (26 acres) 3) very dry conditions (15 acres) on portions of the sale. (see map for specifics)
Harvest Requirements:
e Harvest boundaries include: orange paint line, red paint line, Forest Service Roads, snowmobile trail,
town road, young aspen, low wet/open swamps.
o Sale will be mill scale using a 30-day billing period.
e No bid bond required. A performance bond of 15% of the total sale value will be required. 2-year
contract length. Utilization to at least 4“top.
¢ No machine operation is allowed outside of orange or red boundary. Slash across red line shall be
promptly removed.

Slash Requirements:

e A 10-foot slash removal zone will be applied along all travel ways, use areas, private land, and water
bodies. All slash that is 100 feet from Mondeaux Ave (FR102), Twin Lake Road (FR566), private land,
or water bodies shall have slash reduced to within 24” of the ground.



Road/Trail Requirements:

Hauling route will utilize snowmobile trail (35332, 35324, 40045, 1504A)

e Skidding is not allowed on the town road.

A snowmobile trail is located within the sale area. At least 4” of compacted snow shall be maintained
on the trail when it is open. (weather permitting) The plowing of snow shall allow for passage of a
logging truck and snowmobile. Ground skidding is prohibited except at crossings but forwarding is
allowed. Landing shall be located outside of the ROW of snowmobile trail tread. All equipment must
obey 10 mph max. speed limit. Hauling is prohibited on Memorial Day and Labor Day weekends (from
noon Friday to 6am Tuesday), July 4" holiday, (from noon the Friday prior to July 4" to 6am the
Monday following July 4", Christmas and New Year’s Holidays (from noon on December 23" to 6am
Jan 2", and all other weekends from noon Friday to 6am Monday)

e  Contractor is responsible for attaining decking permission along roads maintained by township.
Landings should be located 100 feet from collector road. Decking locations will be discussed at pre-
sale meeting.

¢ Any non-frozen hauling will require approaches to be graveled, 100 feet by 12 feet and 6 inches deep.
Forest Service will supply gravel at their pit.

Additional Requirements:

e NO SALE MAY BEGIN WITHOUT PRIOR NOTIFICATION AND ON-SITE MEETING WITH A
WISCONSIN DNR SALE ADMINISTRATOR.

o If the sale is harvested during non-frozen conditions culverts, as indicated on the map, that are located
on the snowmobile trail will need to be replaced with an equivalent size, material, and length culvert.

o Keep all logging debris and machine operations within sale boundaries. Private Boundaries are marked
in red paint and posted with property boundary signs.

o Leave all standing snag and den trees that do not pose a safety hazard.

e Any new temporary roads or turn-arounds will need approval by the timber sale administrator.

o Temporary Roads shall have the road base constructed to a width of 12 feet or narrower, and with
vegetative clearing of trees and brush not to exceed a width of 25 feet. Exceptions to the 12 foot
maximum width of the road base may be granted by the sale administrator. Exceptions would typically
be granted for sections of temporary roads where tight turns, curves, and terrain create a need so that
trucks and equipment can be operated safely.

e If Temporary roads are used, they will need to be closed. Berm height will be 4-5 feet high to detour the
use of off road travel. Berm material can be: soil or rocks (large boulders unable to move with
manpower or truck) as well as slash and/or stumps piled within temporary road corridor for a distance of
at least 100 feet, beginning at the location of where berm will be established. Slash and/or stumps shall
be in enough quantity to discourage vehicle traffic. Do not dig a depression that will collect and hold
water when constructing berms.

o All road maintenance and post-harvest rehabilitation will be the purchaser’s responsibility. A sample
contract including road maintenance specifications can be obtained by request from the contact below:
