2Spruce includes 90% white spruce, 7% black spruce, and 3% balsam fir. 

Other species not mentioned will be charged at the Mixed Hardwood price. 

The performance bond will be 15% of the total sale value.  Contract ending date will be June 30, 2025. 

 

SPECIAL SALE CONDITIONS: 

 

In the aspen coppice area, equipment use will only be allowed during very dry or frozen ground conditions. 

In the tamarack clearcut area, equipment use will be restricted to frozen ground conditions only due to the wet soils there. 

 

Portions of this sale are in the Flambeau River Scenic Management Area, operations within this area shall be conducted during leaf-off 

(October 15th – March 31st ). 

 

A debris berm will need to be replaced at the location designated on map. 

 

Road building is optional and limited to the approximate proposed locations designated on map; any changes to road layout will be 

made with forester approval. 

 

Woods trails will remain free and clear of debris.
