EE Aspen Conversion Areas (21 acres): Bounded by yellow paint and ATV/snowmobile trail. Cut all trees greater than 1" except

for: 1) hemlock, 2) pine, 3) oak, 4) cedar, 5) spruce and fir 2 sticks or less. Leave all snags.

Conifer Thinning Areas (12 acres): Bounded by blue paint, red paint, and hardwoods. Cut all orange marked trees. Where

possible, leave snags unless removal is necessary for operability or safety.

Group Selection Areas (3 acres): Bounded by purple paint and right-of-ways. Cut all trees greater than 1" except for: 1)

purple marked trees, 2) oak, and 3) conifers. Leave all snags.

Larch Clearcut (5 acres): Bounded by yellow paint. Cut all trees.
