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pine, spruce, and balsam. The objective is to improve views from the observation tower.
Aspen Coppice / Spruce Seed Tree (29 acres): Harvesting allowed November 1 to March 14. Harvest all

merchantable trees except oak, pine and any tree marked with green paint.
Pine Thinning (25 acres): Harvesting allowed November 1 to March 14 in Bad River unit.
