3. Do not cut, knock down or utilize any dead trees, unless they pose a hazard to operator safety.

4. Slash within 50 feet of all town roads & recreational trails must be lopped and/or scattered to lie within two feet of the ground and
be pulled back 10’ behind the tree line concurrently with cutting.

5. Do not harvest trees or operate equipment within 15 feet of any ephemeral pond. Do not deposit any slash or tops in them.
6. All landings and any new woods roads must be approved prior to sale start up.
7. All roads and landings must be returned to pre-harvest conditions or better.
