Section NR 216.21(4):

If one of the following conditions Is met, the department
may determine that a facility is in compliance with permit
coverage required under s. 283.33, Stats., and will not be
required to hold a separate permit under s. 283.33, Stats.:

(@) The storm water discharge Is in compliance with a
department permit or approval, which includes storm water
control requirements that are at least as stringent as those
required under this subchapter.

(b) The storm water discharge Is in compliance with a
memorandum of understanding with another agency. of the
state that implements rules including storm water control
requirements that are at least as stringent as those required
under this subchapter.

Tier 2 Industrial Storm Water Permit (cont.)

Minimum source area controls
Prepare and implement a site-specific SWPPP

Submit SWPPP summary (Form 3400-167) to DNR; full SWPPP
upon DNR request

Evaluate outfalls for non-storm water discharges (dry weather)
Quarterly visual inspections (during runoff discharge)
Annual facility site compliance inspections

Annual permit fee of $130, invoiced in May of each year

Compliance with post-construction performance
standards

o No retrofitting of existing BMPs except for failure and/or
reconstruct, or a significant source of pollution on case-by-case
basis

o No infiltration requirement

« New BMPs must comply with TSS and peak flow performance
standards

Rely on existing plans and management activities as
much as possible

Maintain existing relationships with DNR staff
Incorporate disturbed land management into SWPPP
