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Program Summary 

The WWCT program has proven to be a successful method for permit applicants and exempt project proponents 

to satisfy their wetland compensatory mitigation obligations, enabling projects to move forward. After 4.5 years 

of operation, the WWCT is selling credits where mitigation bank credits are unavailable, meeting the need for 

permittees to acquire permits. Funds from permits have been allocated to 12 projects, six entering the 

monitoring phase and six planned for construction in 2020.   

Since establishment in 2014, applicants for permits impacting 415.61 acres have paid into the WWCT to fund 

projects that restore, enhance, create, and preserve wetlands. The program has encumbered funds to 12 

projects in 10 different service areas, which are in the planning stages for the restoration of 650 acres of 

wetlands.   

During Fiscal Year 2019 (FY2019), the WWCT received In-Lieu fees from 27 projects permitted by state and/or 

federal agencies. The largest percentage of fees (37.0%) were from projects in the Southwestern Lake Michigan 

Service Area. When combined with the percentage of fees from Upper Illinois (22.2%), these two service areas 

account for over 59% of all credit sales. There were also fees received from the Fox, Lake Superior, 

Northwestern Lake Michigan, and Upper Mississippi Black Root Service Areas. The WWCT did not receive fees 

from the remaining six service areas: Rock, Chippewa, St. Croix, Upper Wisconsin, Lower Wisconsin, Upper 

Mississippi Maquoketa Plum.  

The 27 projects resulted in 27.09 acres of impacts to wetland resources. The most impacted wetland cover types 

were Fresh Meadow at 51% of impacts, Wooded Swamp at 20% of impacts, and Deep and Shallow Marshes at 

13% of impacts. 

A total of 42.68 credits were sold, which was less than the totals from the previous two fiscal years (70.19 and 

101.06, respectively). After these sales, the WWCT program had a program liability of 362.64 credits and 417.36 

credits available for purchase.    

Three Request for Proposals (RFP) were issued during FY2019. The 2018 November 1 RFP was issued November 

1, 2018 and open for 45 days. Seven project proposals were submitted. The WWCT Technical Team met in 

December to review the proposals. Additional information was gathered from 3 projects, and then 2 projects 

were selected for pursuit of approval. The selected projects are in the Southwestern Lake Michigan and Fox 

Service Areas.  

The 2019 January 1 RFP was issued January 1, 2019 and open for 60 days. One project proposal was submitted. 

The WWCT Technical Team met in March to the view the proposal. The project was not selected for pursuit of 

approval. 

The 2019 April 1 RFP was issued April 1, 2019 and open for 60 days. Two project proposals were submitted. The 

WWCT Technical Team met in June to view the proposals. One project was selected in the Upper Illinois Service 

Area.   

During FY2019, four new contracts were signed for WWCT projects, allocating $4,353,933 to project partners. 

Total allocated funds for projects at the end of FY2019 was $12,226,190. Of these allocated funds, $1,798,500 

was planned to be held for an endowment for long-term management for 10 projects.  
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Introduction 

This annual report is submitted to fulfill the requirements detailed in 33 CFR 332.8(i)(3)(i)-(v) as well as those 

listed in the Reporting Protocols section as detailed in Appendix A of the approved WWCT Program Instrument. 

The information contained herein reflects the 2019 state of Wisconsin fiscal year reporting period from July 1, 

2018 to June 30, 2019 (“FY2019”). 

The Wisconsin Wetland Conservation Trust In-Lieu Fee Wetland Mitigation Program (herein, “WWCT”) was 

established on November 19, 2014, through a legal agreement referred to as the Program Instrument, executed 

by signatories from the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers St. Paul District, the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency, 

and the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources (WDNR), which acts as program Sponsor. 

The purpose of establishing the WWCT was to provide an additional method of compensatory mitigation to 

offset unavoidable adverse impacts to wetland resources. The WWCT’s goal is to complete wetland mitigation 

projects using a watershed approach.  

Through the sale of credits, the WWCT accepts the legal responsibility to satisfy wetland compensatory 

mitigation requirements specified by US Army Corps of Engineers-St. Paul District permits authorized under 

Section 404 of the Clean Water Act, Section 10 of the River and Harbors Act, and WDNR Wetland Individual 

Permits pursuant to Chapter 281.36, Wis. Stats. The WWCT may also collect separate non-credit related funds 

including, but not limited to, those resulting from supplemental environmental projects, donations, and WDNR 

Wetland General Permit surcharge fees.  

Credit Sales, Revenue, and Wetland Impacts 

In FY2019, 29 in-lieu fee payments were received in 6 of the 12 service areas. These payments totaled 

$2,718,144. A total of 42.68 advanced credits were sold, which is 27.51 fewer than were sold in FY2018. Total 

advanced credit sales and revenue in FY2019 were lower overall compared to sales and revenue during the first 

4.5 years of the program (in FY2015 credit sales occurred from December 2014 to June 2015). Appendix D offers 

a complete list of all permitted impacts in FY2019 that generated WWCT payments with supporting details.  

The following tables provide details on program revenue, credit sales, wetland impacts, and credit liability:  

• Table 1 shows program revenue and credit sales by quarter. These were steady during FY2019. 
 

• Table 2 provides a comparison of program revenue and credit sale totals for all fiscal years of the 

WWCT’s operation. The program sold 42.68 credits and received $2,718,144 in fees for FY2019. This is 

lower than the totals over the first 4.5 years.  
 

• Table 3 shows total permitted wetland impacts using the WWCT for mitigation over the life of the 

program. With 27.09 acres impacted during FY2019, the total is now 415.61 acres.  

 

• Table 4 shows permitted impacts that paid fees into the WWCT by wetland cover type. There was a total 

of 27.09 acres of impacted wetlands, with Fresh Meadow accounting for 51% of the acres impacted. It 

should be noted that the standard ratio applied to impacts was 1.45 credits to 1 acre – to account for 

the state minimum ratio of 1.2:1 plus an additional 0.25:1 to address the temporal loss associated with

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selling advanced credits.  Foxconn-related impacts were mitigated at a 2:1 ratio in accordance with state 

statute for Electronics and Information Technology Manufacturing (EITM) Zone projects (s. 281.36(4m) 

Wis. Stats.). 
 

• Table 5 describes credit sales and fees collected by service area. The WWCT operates in 12 service areas 

in Wisconsin (see Appendix C – Service Area Map). Credit sale transactions occurred in 6 of 12 service 

areas: Fox, Upper Illinois (UPPER IL), Southwestern Lake Michigan (SW LK MICH), Northwestern Lake 

Michigan (NW LK MICH), Upper Mississippi Black Root (UP MS BLRT) and Lake Superior (LK SUPERIOR). 

No credits were sold in the remaining six service areas: Chippewa, St. Croix, Upper Wisconsin (UPPER 

WIS), Lower Wisconsin (LOWER WIS), Rock, Upper Mississippi Maquoketa Plum (UP MS MAQP).  
 

• Table 6 shows total program revenue including credit sales, non-credit surcharge fees collected from 

general permits, and interest from the various WWCT program funds.  
 

 

• Table 7 summarizes the total credit sales through the end of FY2019 and includes the WWCT’s 

compliance liability. Since no projects have yet requested credit releases, no credits have been fulfilled, 

so all sold advanced credits are shown as credit discrepancies.

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Program Expenditures  
The WWCT program spent $180,821 on administration in FY2019, including salary, fringe, travel, and indirect expenses. Seven contracts were signed 

allocating $4,687,678 to projects. Invoices connected to seven projects were paid out totaling $1,793,397. Project funds were spent on pre-construction 

site planning and construction. No funds were spent from the contingency or surcharge fee budgets.

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FY2019 Request for Proposals Summary 

The WWCT Program switched from an annual RFP to a quarterly rolling RFP starting in 2018. Three RFPs were 

advertised in FY2019 from November 2018 to June 2019. Please note that RFP quarters are not tied to fiscal year 

quarters, and that the first quarterly RFP in Nov-Dec 2018 was only issued for 45 days instead of the standard 60 

days due to time constraints.  

The 2018 November 1 RFP was issued November 1, 2018 and closed December 15, 2019. Proposals were 

solicited for four service areas with $6,293,100 in available funding (Table 9). Seven project proposals were 

submitted. The WWCT Technical Team met in December to review the proposals. Additional information was 

gathered from three projects, and two projects were selected for pursuit of approval: the Meachem Rd. project 

in the Southwestern Lake Michigan Service Area and the Heinze Big Slough project in the Fox Service Area. 

The 2019 January 1 RFP was issued January 1, 2019 and closed March 1, 2019. Proposals were solicited for four 

service areas with $3,907,100 in available funding (Table 10) One project proposal was submitted. The WWCT 

Technical Team met in March to the view the proposal. The project was not selected for pursuit of approval. 

The 2019 April 1 RFP was issued April 1, 2019 and closed May 31, 2019. Proposals were solicited for four service 

areas with $4,210,000 in available funding (Table 11) Two project proposals were submitted. The WWCT 

Technical Team met in June to view the proposals. The Hickory Hills Farms project was selected in the Upper 

Illinois Service Area.  Proposals for all of FY2019 are summarized in Table 12.

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Credit Fee Evaluation 

WWCT credit fees have 3 parts: the project portion (85%), administration cost (10%), and contingency cost (5%). 

The project portion of the fee is set for each service area according to the full cost accounting of wetland 

mitigation projects. WWCT reserves the right to alter credit prices as needed but is currently updating prices on 

January 1 of each calendar year.  

Because no projects have been fully constructed or completed, the WWCT has used and continues to use 

estimates for the service area portion of the credit fee. For the 2019 calendar year credit fee evaluation, the 

WWCT altered its methodology to better reflect land value costs per credit of mitigation and according to 

service area. It also altered project development and implementation costs according to inflation numbers in the 

Producer Price Index (see FY2018 Annual Report). 

Project Portion: Land Values 

Approximate land values are determined using the U.S. Department of Agriculture’s National Agricultural 

Statistics Service (NASS) land sales data (9/23/2019: Total Agricultural Land Sales - 2018). For the 2020 calendar 

year credit fees, county land values were averaged into service areas and a one-year change in values was 

analyzed for potential credit price changes. Also, the previous multiplier for credits per acre was changed from 

0.75:1 to 0.6:1 to reflect real credits per acre on the first 7 constructed WWCT projects. Land values per credit 

increased in all service areas except Lake Superior. Final land values are in the farthest right column in Table 13.

Project Portion: Project Costs 

Original estimates for project costs have not changed, because no projects have been completed through 

construction and the WWCT would like to analyze additional full cost data before making changes. However, to 

mitigate the risk of losing a project after prospectus work has been completed and reimbursed, the WWCT adds 

a flat rate of $1,000 per credit to base preconstruction costs. These additional funds will ensure that if a project

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is deemed not viable after the prospectus phase, the remaining service area funds will cover potential losses 

paid out for prospectus development.  

Also, for 2020, inflation rates from the 2018-2019 Producer Price Index in the professional services (-0.9%) and 

construction (4.9%) sectors have been applied to these costs to set project prices in 2020. The PPI inflation 

update resulted in a $312.00 addition to the project portion in each service area (see Appendix A for full credit 

fee methodology).  

Credit prices will increase in all service areas in 2020, due to the updated credit per acre ratio in the land value 

calculation, land value increases, increased construction costs, and the addition of $1,000 for prospectus work 

(Table 14).  

The WWCT must account for the possibility of a title fee acquisition on every project and ensure that funds are 

available to carry out a full wetland mitigation project from planning to long-term management.
